Please allow us to introduce ourselves and tell you a little 
about our lives and our hopes and dreams. We are 
Michelle and Joe. 
 

(Joe through Michelle’s words) Joe is my 
husband and the most wonderful, loving, and funniest man I’ve 
ever met.  As soon as we met, I knew he was the person that I 
wanted to spend the rest of my life with.  He has the ability to make everything in life possible 
no matter how big the challenge.  He has a wonderfully, calming effect on everyone and enjoys 
life to the fullest.   
 
Joe had a great childhood. When he talks about all of his adventures with his parents, you can 
see a twinkle in his eye, and you know that he is ready to make our own family adventures with 
our child.
